Napa So‘_la Sprlngs. rs past, are situated about six miles northward from Napa City, a)t the
head of a cafion in the mountains, The greatest attraction these springs possess is the magnificent view they
afford : Napa Valley, Vallejo, San Pablo Bay, even San Francisco itself, are all spread out below. But the
waters themselves cannot be ignored ; and the fact that two hundred dozen bottles are exported daily is proof
that they are not.

At this resort there is a fine hotel, with a large platform for
White Sulphur sp ﬁnge' dancing. They have also suites of rooms, cottages, and sulphur

baths for use of patrons. The place is very prettily situated, and but a short distance from St. Helena. The
accommodations here are equal to the best that can be found in the interior, Hunting and fishing abound.

These springs lie at or near the upper end of Pope Valley, at an altitude of one
“Etna sPrings' thousand feet. They are easy of access from St. Helena, being only sixteen miles
distant, and reached by stage daily except Sunday. The location is a pleasant one, the surroundings wild and

picturesque. The springs at this place ere said to contain great medicinal properties,
This is one of the famous and popular places in California. There are several

Bartlett Springs. springs in the vicinity, all accessible to guests at the hotel. One spring, farthest
from the hotel, is a gas spring.  Great yolumes of carbonic gas escape from this continually, causing the water
to have the appearance of boiling water ; yet no water runs away from the spring. The waters of the other

One of the best-known places is Harbin Springs, situated in a caiion seventeen

numerous springs possessing great medicinal properties. The hot, cold, sulphur and steam baths are free to
guests, The accommodations are good, and there is room for two hundred guests.

Situated in an open, inviting section of country, about twenty-eight miles from
Seigler sPﬁngs‘ Calisto They consist of hot and cold sulphur, soda, iron and other waters, and

The Adams Springs, near Cobb Valley, about twenty-eight miles from Calistoga,
Adams sp ﬂngs’ at an e¢levation of three thousand five hundred feet above the sea, have a hotel
with room for one hundred guests. The water is of a fine alkaline character, and said to be very recruiting and
repairing to persons afllicted with chironic dyspepsia, liver and kidney diseases.

These springs, fourteen in all, are about twenty-eight miles from Calistoga.
Ho‘v.ard stings' There ate one hot and two cold iron springs at this place, one hot and one cold
magnesia, one cold silica, one alum, oné borax, one soda and others. Also hot and cold plunge baths, The
elevation is two thousand two hundred and twenty feet above the sea.

Gilroy, Paraiso and Santa Ysabel Hot Springs 37 three justly popular
